OUGHT TO KNOW

A trip into the forest will be pleasurable, but you ought to know……

· Speak at a low volume. 

· No loud music should be played while in the forest or in ARRS premises

· Do not litter.

· No deodorants/perfumes or any strong scents.

· Avoid walking barefoot.

· Use a torch in the dark.

· Use dull colored clothes- dull blue, grey, brown and green. No camouflage pants or shirt.

· Do not disturb  wildlife

· Do not pick up or handle any animal.

· Do not pluck flowers, leaves, fungi etc from trees in the forest.

· Maintain cleanliness.

· The power supply to the base is from solar batteries. Use electricity efficiently. Switch of lights when not necessary. Charge laptops and use them off power.

· Use water efficiently. Do not tighten the tap knobs too tight.

· Photography only on permission.

· Kindly use the books on permission and place the books or any other things you borrow in the right place once you finish using them.

· Kindly move out of the base premises only after informing the staff and do not venture out alone.

· You are responsible for all equipments and materials taken from ARRS , damages of which should be replaced by you.

Please……..

Keep your personal belongings in a proper and safe place.

Carry your own toiletries and carry them back. Don’t leave anything in the bathroom.

Volunteers will not use the staff bathrooms.

Keep the toilets / bathrooms clean after use.

Wash your own plates, glasses and tea-cups.

Keep your clothes, shoes, socks in a proper place.

Keep your bed tidy. 

Hang your wet clothes out instead of having them in the dorm.

Get your breakfast or lunch packed in the morning before 8am.

Every night after coming from tracking make sure you have all the equipments cleaned and kept to dry.

All the equipments carried in the field should be covered with zip-lock bags.

Make sure you have all the things ready for the next day. 

Check your batteries in your receivers, radio’s and head lamps. If possible keep extra batteries for all these things.

Make sure all your things like books, pocket diaries, pens, kestrel, compass; GPS, headlamp etc are kept dry.

Data sheets have to be filled and filed in the Data files stored in the shelves.

The data has to be entered in the soft copy. Special observations on field should be summarized and edited.
